Dishes: wash dishes at your campsite immediately after cooking or eating

Garbage: must be disposed of immediately in dumpsters

Waste Water: dispose of in utitity sink in restroom building side closet — no
bathing or dishwashing at public restrooms

Drinking Water: faucet located by restrooms — no RV hook-ups

e Pets: must be leashed and cannot be left unattended — pets are not
allowed on hiking trails

Bikes: permitted on paved roads and bike paths only.
